Funding Guidelines

AREAS OF INTEREST

The Quabbin Education Foundation will make grants up to $500 to support innovative, effective, curriculum enhancing projects in the Quabbin Regional School district. Larger grants of up to $1,000 will be available for collaborations between teachers, academic departments or schools. Grants will be made for:

· implementation of new classroom or special in-school curricula or pilot projects, 

· enrichment activities, such as field trips, visiting performers, or lecturers,
· technological enhancements, 

· on-site,  out-of-school-time activities,

· professional training focused on innovative curriculum development. 

Priority will be given to applications that focus on student participation projects. The Fund will not support individual scholarships.

Should the proposal be more than what QUEST can grant, the applicant is encouraged to partner with other teachers or find other resources to complement QUESTs award.

 

SCOPE AND LIMITATIONS

There is no limit to the number of applications each school in the Quabbin Regional School district may submit each year. Applications must be endorsed by the Principal.  Application forms are available at the QUEST website:  www.quabbinedfoundation.org . If you are unable to access the application form, please send a message to applications@quabbinedfoundation.org to receive them by email or as a paper copy. 

A Grant Review Committee will evaluate every complete and eligible application that is received by the deadline and awards will be announced in November. 

Funds which are awarded must be spent by the end of the school year.  Any unexpended funds will be rolled back into the grant pool for redistribution in the next funding round.

It is a candid appraisal of results and challenges, and a financial report for the project.  Reports must be received before any future funding from the applicant school may be considered.
